 The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS).  
 

 Changes will be made to the S2 7.9 Class Association Rules (Class Rules) as follows:  
 

 In any place where the Class Rules reference "the rules of the United States Sailing Association 
(U.S.S.A.)," "U.S.S.A. Rule," "USSA Rules," "USSA Racing Rules of Sailing" or "USSA RRS" the 
referenced rule shall mean the applicable rule in The Racing Rules of Sailing.  
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o All changes referenced above will appear in full in the sailing instructions or in this notice of 
race.  

 
o Other RRS and Class Rule changes may be made in the sailing instructions or changes 

thereto.  
 

 ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY  
 

 The regatta will be open to all S2 7.9 Class boats as defined in the Class Rules.  
 

 Each helmsperson must be a current member of the S2 7.9 Class Association. A membership 
application is available on the S2 7.9 Class Association web site.  

 

 Participants may enter the regatta by mail an entry form with the appropriate fee by August 
19th or by registering at the regatta site on September 15th and 16th.

Scoring 
 

 When fewer than six races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her 
race scores. When six or more races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total 
of her race scores excluding her worst score, with the exception of a DSQ. A DSQ will not be 
allowed to throw out. This changes RRS A2. 

 A boat that does not finish within the required time after the first boat in her class finishes and 
that is still racing when the time limit expires and is not later disqualified or given redress, will 
be scored points for the finishing place equal to one more than the number of boats in the class 
that finish the race and are not later disqualified.  

 All other boats will be scored in accordance with RRS A4.1 and A4.2. 
  

LAUNCHING, DOCKING AND HAULING 
 

Launching, docking and hauling will be available at MBYC 
 

 
RADIO COMMUNICATIONS, COURTESY BROADCASTS & RECALLS 
 
The Race Committee may make periodic courtesy broadcasts by VHF radio. Information reported is 
provided as a courtesy to the competitors and shall not in any way alter the competitor’s responsibility 
to observe the Race Committee’s visual signals. Errors or omissions during these courtesy broadcasts 
shall not be grounds for requesting redress. This changes RRS 62.1(a). All boats are required by the Class 
Rules to carry an operable VHF radio.  
 
 

PRIZES 

 
Trophies will be awarded to the top three boats the Gold and Silver Fleets as well as additional daily 
awards. 

 

DISCLAIMER OF LIABILITY AND WAIVER 

 
Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk. See RRS 4, Decision to Race. 
Macatawa Bay Yacht Club will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or 
death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during, or after the regatta. Competitors agree that 
the race organizers (organizing authority, race committee, protest committee, host club, sponsors, 
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or any other organization or official) will not be responsible for damage to any boat or other 
property or the injury to any competitor, including death, sustained as a result of participation in 
this event. As an inducement to the race organizers to produce the regatta, each competitor agrees 
that by participating in this event each competitor is deemed to have waived all claims against and 
released the race organizers from any and all liability associated with such competitor’s 
participation in this event to the fullest extent permitted by law and is deemed to have warranted 
that he has obtained this same release of the race organizers by each crew member.
